Platte County Memorial Nursing Home has 

been awarded the 5 Star Quality Rating by 

the United States Government.   
The staff and administration, along with the Board of 

Directors, is extremely proud to accomplish this distin-

guished achievement.  This is the highest rating that a 

nursing home can receive.  Nearly a third of the nationôs 

nursing homes are getting lower scores on the govern-

mentôs five-star quality scale, a reflection of tougher stan-

dards for ratings used by nearly 1.5 million consumers to 

assess care at more than 15,000 facilities. The new ratings 

are the result of sweeping changes in the way facilities 

are evaluated.  Among other things, the revamped assess-

ments include measures of facilitiesô use of anti-psychotic 

drugs, which can pose serious risks for older adults, espe-

cially those with dementia. They also use more refined 

metrics to check for adequate staffing, a critical compo-

nent of good care. 

Shane Filipi, PCMNH Administrator, said, "We had set 

the 5-star rating as a goal for our facility.  While we strive 

to provide the highest quality care to our residents every 

day, this rating is validation that we are headed in the 

right direction."  The Centers for Medicare and Medicaid 

Services (CMS) computes the Five-Star ratings each 

month based on the most current survey data that it re-

ceives for each facility  This rating system is designed to 

promote transparency and accountability across the indus-

try, and assist consumers in making choices.  Under the 

CMS Five-Star quality rating system, 5-Stars equals 

"much above average", 4-Stars equals "above average", 3

-Stars equals "average", 2-stars equals "below average" 

and 1-star equals "much below average". 

 Chris Kennedy, PCMNH Director of Nursing, regards 

the 5-Star rating as reflective of all the hard work that her 

staff has been doing.  She says, "We have an excellent 

team here at Platte County Memorial Nursing Home.  

They are truly dedicated to their profession 

and give the residents superior care each 

and every day."
